Conditions of Entry

All events are open to amateurs only, who are members of Constituent or Registered
Clubs of the Victorian Golf Association, or who are members of clubs registered
with such overseas organisation as are affiliated with or recognised by this
Association, and the Committee shall have the right to refuse the entry of any
person without being required to give any reason for refusal.

Competition shall be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf as adopted by the
Royal and Ancient Club of St. Andrews, together with such Local Rules as are in
force on the links over which the competition takes the place. If a dispute arises on
any point, it shall be decided by the Committee in charge of the competition, whose
decision shall be final.

All handicaps must be current. The Tournament Match Committee, may, before or
after an event, make any alterations in same that in its absolute discretion deem
advisable.

In the event of a tie in any handicap event a count back over such number of holes
as the Committee may decide will be made. A tie in any of the other events shall be
decided as directed by the Committee.

No player may win more than one major trophy in one day.
